We will be 
announcing and giving out prizes throughout the course of the competition on 
our Facebook page, Twitter handle, and website. 
 
You can write directly on the platform – and as and when you are ready to share 



your words, keep assigning them to the classroom to post on the wall. Until then, 
your writing is only visible to you. You can share as much and as little you want, 
and at any given point in your writing-process. Other readers can then like and 
comment on your posts, and help move them forward in the queue. These reviews 
and likes will determine a shortlist of stories and prizes, and a specialized panel 
with judge a winning story. The panel’s decision will be final and irrevocable.
